Complementary destabilizing factor for Northeast Asia and whole world is situation
around North Korea strained during last months.

It is not a secret that one of the major threats for the peace and security in the
Northeast Asia is continued already more than half a century confrontation on the Korean
Peninsula which is even more complicated these days by presence of the nuclear issue.
Economic and Political collapse might bring to the appearance of an uncontrolled
militarized state on the border of China, South Korea and Russia.

Russia consistently advocates adjustment of nuclear problem on the Korean
Peninsula. The solving of this problem has to be the starting point in the process of the
transformation of Northeast Asia to the world region of peace, security and cooperation.

Furthermore, all the efforts on adjustment of the nuclear problem on the Korean
Peninsula have to be built in the contest of security guarantee providing, including DPRK
and of course Republic of Korea, Japan and all countries in the region. Such a guarantee
has to be stable and fairly cogent in order to there were no any suspicions concerning

security in Pyongyang. It is urgent to avoid any actions which may bring to intensification
of tension around Korea and might get the situation out of hand.

We are aware that security problem in Northeast Asia is quite complicated and
many-sided which will require hard and marathon negotiation.

In spite of peaceful adjustment of nuclear problem of the Korean Peninsula,
additionally, Russia intends to contribute to the issue of inter-Korean normalization.
Russia supports the bridging between Seoul and Pyongyang, and advocates realization of
multilateral infrastructure and other economic projects on the Korean Peninsula.

In many respects trend of affairs on the Korean Peninsula corresponds with the
future not only Northeast Asia but all Asian-Pacific Region and global processes
development.

On the one hand, nuclear disarmament of the Korean Peninsula might establish a
principally significant precedent for the solving of essentially similar problems in other
regions of the world and might become the most ponderable contribution to
consolidation of non-proliferation regime. Exclusively, that framework of negotiations will
help to steady deregulated system of international relations and to promote their
deideologization and demilitarization instead of unilateral coercive response and
attempts to monopolize processes of dispute settlement.

Peaceful settlement on the Korean Peninsula is tended to become a large pace
toward to the united system of collective security in the Asian-Pacific Region taking into
consideration peculiarity of its independent subsystems and using for those purposes
authoritarian, intergovernmental and informal organizations existing in the region
including Shanghai Cooperation Organization, ASEAN Regional Forum, Asia-Pacific
Economic Cooperation (APEC) Forum, Asia Cooperation Dialogue Forum, Northeast Asia
Cooperation Dialogue Forum, Conference on Interaction and Confidence-Building
Measures in Asia and others. Russia actively participates in the work of these forums.

Tendency and willingness to learn by experience of others, lack of prospects of
unilateral compulsive action realization as well as consistent and thoroughly adjusted
integration must provide security, steady development and desired prosperity in the long
run.
